| wasin an educationa counseling company in Wan Chai office building to seek for careers advice when thisincident happened. | was
sitting in front of the working desk of the education counselor and looking into the university admission form when there was a 'plop' —|
sound and everything went out all of a sudden. The lights were off and the computer screen went blank. | heard that something seemed to
have fallen down from the shelves, as one of the employees there was painfully shouting for help, yelling that she was toppled off onto the
ground. | tried to reach the nearest exit, but was dismal to discover that all the fire exits were locked!

Immediately the counselor phoned the security booth of the office building by using his phone, however the line went off - that was
when | redlize that the whole office building had been completely cut off from electrical supply. | called the emergency hotline myself and
desperately asked for rescue, but | was so frantic that | did not really know how to answer the questions which the hotline operator had
asked me.

After finishing the phone call, the education counselor and | struggled hard to find the injured employee, who was lying on the floor
and gasping for air with difficulty. She told us that she was about to take afew boxes of documents from the shelves onto the floor when
thelights went off; the 'plop’ sound had frightened her and made her threw everything onto the ground. | saw that her forehead was slightly
injured and was bleeding. Recalling the first aid course which | had attended some years ago, | remembered that if someone receives an
injury on his head, he may have a chance to pass out and |ose consciousness suddenly - since | was afraid that such serious conseguences
may happen to her, | called back to the emergency hotline without delay and notified the operator about the updated and urgent situation
inside the office building.

The ventilation system was not operating and the air inside the office building was getting more and more stuffy. | heard some of the
people trapped inside the same office room began to choke madly. | started to feel abit dizzy too, but | still managed to talk with the
injured colleague, so that she could not pass out too quickly. | began to walk around the office areawhich | was trapped in, and counted
the number of colleagues who were also trapped inside the office building - there were atotal of six of us.

It has been along, silent wait before | heard sounds of sirens - the sounds of rescue - in the streets outside the building. | was returning
to the counselor's desk when | found out that the injured employee had lost consciousness! Immediately | helped her to sit up, so that she
could breathe properly and would not suffocate or choke that easily. The counselor gave her asip of water in order to cool down her body.
We had been anxiously waiting for another hour before she woke up and recovered, which was a huge relief to both of us.

Suddenly | heard sounds of the cracking of the fire exit doors - the Fire Services had finally arrived! Using tools like sawyers and
hammers, the fire brigade broke down the door and entered the office room. The counselor gestured the brigade membersto give medical
treatment to the injured employee first, and the rest of the fire brigade escorted us to leave the building via the staircases.
